S.0. 1646(E).—Whereas, M/s. Embassy Pune TechZone Pvt. Ltd. (formerly (M/s. Dynasty Developers
Private Limited, M/s. Pune-Embassy Project Private Limited and M/s. Embassy Office Parks Pvt. Ltd.), had proposed
under section 3 of the Special Economic Zones Act, 2005 (28 of 2005), (hereinafter referred to as the said Act) to set
up a sector specific Special Economic Zone for Information Technology and Information Technology Enabled
Services at Plot No. 3, Rajiv Gandhi Infotech Park, Hinjewadi, Phase II, Village Marunji, Taluka Mulshi, District
