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Full Railroad Closure at NE 203 Street/Ives Dairy Road from Friday, 
October 29 to Monday, November 1, 2021 

MIAMI, Fla. – Brightline will close the railroad crossing located on NE 203 Street 

Between Biscayne Boulevard and West Dixie Highway from 10 a.m. Friday, October 29 

through 5 a.m. Monday, November 1, 2021, weather permitting. 

During this closure, all traffic will be detoured away from the crossing and directed to follow 

signs to alternate local streets. This detour is being established to allow workers to 

reconstruct the railroad crossing. Traffic will be detoured as follows: 

Westbound NE 203 Street detour: 

• Turn right on Biscayne Boulevard 

• Turn left on NE 208 Street 

• Turn right on E Dixie Highway  

• Turn left on NE 115 Street 

• Turn left on W Dixie Highway to go back to NE 203 Street 

Northbound Biscayne Boulevard detour: 

• Turn left on NE 186 Street 

• Turn right on W Dixie Highway to NE 203 Street 

Southbound Biscayne Boulevard detour: 

• Turn right on NE 208 Steet 

• Turn right on E Dixie Highway  

• Turn left on NE 115 Street 

• Turn left on W Dixie Highway to go back to NE 203 Street
