You asked for
details of, or email correspondence relating to, any legal challenges by coal
companies pertaining to the Welsh Government's anti-coal policies.

Our response

Following a search of our paper and electronic records, | have established that the
information you require is not held by the Welsh Government.

The Welsh Government Coal Policy Statement, which outlines our presumption
against coal extraction, was published on 22nd March 2021, following public
consultation between 1st July until 23rd September 2020. The policy has never
been subject to any judicial review proceedings or other legal challenges, by coal
companies or any other interested parties.

If you are dissatisfied with the Welsh Government’s handling of your request, you
can ask for an internal review within 40 working days of the date of this response.
