1.	 In October 2021, they executed a Share Purchase and Sale Agreement (“the 
Agreement”) in terms of which NSSA sold to CBZHL 31.22% of its shareholding 
in First Mutual Holdings Limited (“FMHL”) (“the Transaction”); 

2.	 The Transaction was approved by CBZHL Shareholders at an Extraordinary 
General Meeting held on 31 January 2022;
