with Anti-Tank Guided Mis-
siles (ATGMs) and Weapon
Locating Radars (WLRs)
through domestic sources
with emphasis on indigenous

design and development,
said the ministry.

The move, said the defence
ministry, will substantially
boost the Atmanirbhar initi-
ative of the Centre by offering
business opportunities to the
Indian defence industry.

Strengthening capabilities
A substantial outlay in the
DAC nod for proposals is for
the Indian Navy, which has
got the go-ahead for procure-
ment of Next Generation Cor-
vettes (NGC), which are com-
paratively small warships, at
an estimated cost of approx-
imately ¥36,000 crore. Eight

Sluggish steel demand, poor buyer response
drag down iron ore prices by 20 per cent

At 20-25%, NMDC
announces one of its
steepest price cuts

Sluggish steel demand in the
country, a reduction in prices
by Indian mills and an increase
in stocks - following steep ex-
port duty imposition - saw iron
ore prices tumble across auc-
tions in Odisha by nearly 20 per
cent, while NMDC, the coun-
try’s largest miner, has reduced
pricesby nearly 25 per cent over
atwo-week period.

Sluggish steel demand
The fall in domestic prices
happened even as global iron
ore prices rose by nearly 6 per
centto $143 per tonne on strong
global cues, especially Shang-
hai’s opening up after a with-
drawal of stringent Covid-in-
duced restrictions.

According to an official of a

steel major, June sales in India
are already down from their
early May levels. The fall in steel
prices in overseas markets and
subdued demand in domestic
markets weighed on
sentiments.

Trade sources say hot rolled
coil prices are down to
63,000-65,000 per tonne, a
fall of nearly 2,500 per tonne
week-on-week and by around
35,000 per tonne,
month-on-month.

Cold rolled coil prices are
down %3,000 per tone w-o-w
and ¥5,000-6,000 per tonne
m-0-m to X72,500-74,000 per
tonne.

Requesting anonymity, as-
teel maker said, that many buy-
ers are reluctant to buy materi-
alsunder the current uncertain
market conditions and lower
plant capacity utilisation.

India announced steep tar-
iffs on eight steel items, iron
ore, and pellets on May 21,
which led to a decline in do-

NMDCreported a decrease in
May month sales of around
2.60-2.70 million tonnes

mestic prices of steel and steel-
making raw materials, includ-
ing iron ore.

According to trade sources,
domestic iron ore fines offers
for the Fe 62 per cent grade fell
to 3,700-3800 per tonne,
down 19 -21 per cent from May
23 price 0of ¥4,700 per tonne.

At the Odisha auctions, iron
ore of Fe 63 per cent grade was
being traded at X4,100-4,200
per tonne, down 18-19 per cent
from the 5,100 per tonne it
fetched two weeks back.

Effective June 5, NMDC has
announced a price cut in lump

ore by 1,300 per tonne (odd)
and in fines by over X1,000 per
tonne. It is the first price cut in
June, and the steepest in recent
times (between 20 and 25 per
cent over May 25 prices). The
price of lump iron ore (65.5%) is
at ¥4,400 per tonne, while it is
3,310 per tonne for iron fines
(64%Fe).

Poor buyerresponse

Sources say NMDC'’s produc-
tion for May was over its April
numbers of 3.15 million tonnes,
but it reported a 2.60-2.70 mil-
lion tonnes decrease in sales for
the month.

The auction of iron ore by a
steel major from its mines in
Odisha has failed to generate
appropriate buyer interest too,
with mills deferring purchase
decisionsanticipatinga further
drop in prices.

SteelMint's weekly Odisha
iron ore fines index (Fe 62%) fell
by X2,000 per tonne m-o-m to
3,600 per tonne ex-mines.

Power storage market to see
rapid expansion: Fitch report

Chennai,June 6

Power storage demand in In-
dia is expected to expand rap-
idly to stabilise the increasing
variability on the power sup-
ply side - from rising renew-
able generation - and the de-
mand side, says a report
by Fitch Ratings.

Increasing power genera-
tion from renewable energy,
which is intermittent, will in-
crease supply-side variability,
and a higher proportion of
electricity demand from resid-
ential, agriculture and com-
mercial consumers will add to
the intra-day demand volatil-
ity itsaid.

Renewable energy coupled
with storage solutions can be
used to provide round-the-
clock power, satisfying the ro-
bustindustrial demand.

Grid stabilisation is another
area that necessitates an in-
crease in energy storage invest-
ments, as rising ramp-up re-
quirementsduring peak hours
make it difficult to keep the
grid frequency within the
band required under India’s
Electricity Grid Code.

In its optimal mix study in
2020, CEA estimated a storage
capacity of 10.1GW of pumped
hydro and 27GW battery stor-
age - providing four-hour stor-
age-by2030.

Fitch Ratings expects most
of the investment in storage to
come from the private sector,
much like renewable genera-
tion capacity,where the private
sector owns 70 per cent of op-
erating capacity (including
large hydro >25MW) and 96
per cent, excluding large hy-
dro. Government-owned entit-
ies will act as nodal agencies
and
counterparties.

A transparent operating en-
vironment is paramount to
support the pace of storage in-
vestments, especially consider-
ing the scale, associated invest-
ment costs and long operating
life of storage assets, it said.

India in talks to increase Russian oil imports from Rosneft

India is looking to double down
on its Russian oil imports with
State-owned refinerseagerto take
more heavily-discounted sup-
plies from RosneftPJSCas interna-
tional players turn downdealings
with Moscow over its invasion of
Ukraine.

State processors are collect-
ively working on finalising and
securing new six-month supply
contracts for Russian crude to In-
dia, said people with knowledge
of the companies’ procurement
plans. Cargoes are being sought
ona delivered basis from Rosneft,
with the seller set to handle ship-
ping and insurance matters, they
said.

These supply agreements, if

on top of shipments that India
already buys from Russia via
other deals. Details on volumes
and pricing are still being negoti-
ated with Indian banks set to fully
finance all cargoes, said the
people who asked not to be iden-
tified as discussions are confiden-
tial. Indian refiners will increas-
ingly procuring directly from
Russian companies such as Ros-
neft as top international traders
such as Glencore Plc wind up
their dealings, they added.

Procurement activities for
State and private companies are
done independently. Spokesper-
sons at the three largest State-
owned companies couldn’t im-
mediately comment when con-
tacted on the matter.

Ramping up purchases

Both State and privately-owned
refineries in India have been
ramping up purchases of Russian
