ORDER REQUESTING ADDITIONAL BRIEFING

On May 16, 2022, Donald R. Dentinger, an associated person of a FINRA member firm,
filed an application for review of a FINRA action. On May 25, 2022, FINRA filed a motion to
extend the time to file the certified record from May 31, 2022 to June 14, 2022.

Rule of Practice 161(a) provides that the Commission may extend a filing deadline
prescribed in the Rules of Practice “for good cause shown.”! However, FINRA’s motion fails to
provide a justification for extending the deadline for filing the certified record. FINRA has also
not specified whether Dentinger opposes its motion.? Accordingly, it is ORDERED that FINRA
file a supplement to its motion addressing the foregoing issues by May 27, 2022.
