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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANYLYSIS 

(Dated March 29, 2022) 

 

This Management Discussion and Analysis (“MD&A”) of Grande Portage Resources Ltd. (the “Company” or “Grande Portage”) 

provides analysis of the Company’s financial results for the three months ended January 31, 2022 and should be read in 

conjunction with the accompanying unaudited condensed consolidated interim financial statements and the notes thereto for the 

three months ended January 31, 2022 and the audited consolidated financial statements and notes thereto for the year ended 

October 31, 2021, which are available on SEDAR at www.sedar.com.  

  

The January 31, 2022 condensed interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with International Financial 

Reporting Standards (“IFRS”) applicable to the preparation of interim financial statements.  The Company’s significant 

accounting policies are the same as those applied in the Company’s annual financial statements as at and for the year ended 

October 31, 2021.  All amounts are expressed in Canadian dollars, unless otherwise stated. 

 

This MD&A is current as at March 29, 2022, the date of preparation, and includes certain statements that may be deemed 

“forward-looking statements”.  We direct investors to the sections “Forward-Looking Information” and “Risk and Uncertainties” 

included within this MD&A.

IMPACT OF COVID-19  

 

Grande Portage is carefully monitoring the public health impact of the coronavirus (COVID-19) on a daily basis. Our first priority 

is the health and safety of our communities, shareholders, contractors, employees and other stakeholders. The Grande Portage 

team has been working closely to ensure all the correct protocols and safety precautions are in place. Management continues to 

work remotely and they have kept in regular contact with our stakeholders (who remain safe at home with their families), our 

investors and interested parties.  

 

Our business continuity plans have been fully mobilized in response to the COVID-19 global pandemic and the Company is 

working closely with the State of Alaska and the federal regulators and health experts to protect our workforce and nearby 

communities. The Company will continue to monitor the evolving COVID-19 situation and will continue to act proactively to 

protect the health of its workforce. 

 

DESCRIPTION OF BUSINESS 

 

The Company is an exploration stage company whose shares trade on Tier II (effective June 16, 2016) of the TSX Venture 

Exchange.  The Company holds a 100% leasehold interest in the Herbert Gold Project, consisting of 91 mining claims located 

20 miles north of Juneau, Alaska, subject to minimum annual advance royalties of US$30,000 and a 5.0% net smelter returns 

royalty.   

  

The Company is in the process of exploring its principal mineral property and has not yet determined whether the property 

contains ore reserves that are economically recoverable. The recoverability of amounts shown for mineral properties and related 

deferred exploration costs is dependent upon the discovery of economically recoverable reserves, confirmation of the Company's 

interest in the underlying mineral claims, the ability of the Company to obtain necessary financing to complete the development 

and upon future profitable production or proceeds from the disposition thereof. 

 

The Company incurred a net loss of $213,008 (2021 - $295,922) for the three months ended January 31, 2022 and had an 

accumulated deficit of $21,129,831 (October 31, 2021 - $20,916,823) which has been funded primarily by the issuance of equity. 

The Company’s ability to continue as a going concern is uncertain and is dependent upon the generation of profits from mineral 

properties, obtaining additional financing or maintaining continued support from its shareholders and creditors. In the event that 

additional financial support is not received or operating profits are not generated, the carrying values of the Company’s assets 

may be adversely affected.

No cash dividends have been declared or paid since the date of incorporation and the Company has no present intention of paying 

dividends on its common shares.  The Company anticipates that all available funds will be invested to finance the growth of its 

business. 

 

The Company’s recorded loss for the financial years ended October 31, 2021, 2020 and 2019 is comprised mainly of general and 

administrative expenses. The reported net loss for 2021, 2020 and 2019 includes share-based compensation expense of $375,300, 

$243,600, and $175,500, respectively. 
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Results of Operations for the three months ended January 31, 2022 and 2021 

 

During the three-month period, the Company incurred $218,696 (2021 - $291,990) in operating costs which included $Nil (2021 

- $71,700) in share-based compensation, recorded an unrealized loss on investments of $291 (2021 –$101), and a gain on foreign 

exchange of $5,979 (2021 – Loss of $3,831) for a net loss of $213,008 (2021 - $295,922).  The Company incurred increases in 

management fees, legal and accounting fees, travel & entertainment, and office expenses during the current three-months over 

the prior period while in the process of raising equity capital. These increased costs were offset by a decrease in share-based 

compensation as no options were granted during the current period.  

 

During the three-month period, the Company recorded $146,132 (2021 - $203,375) in exploration expenditures on the 

Company’s Herbert Gold Project in Alaska for the balance of costs associated with its 2021 summer drill program. The majority 

of costs were for assaying, engineering and geological consulting, as well as field expenses. 

 

During the three-month period, the Company issued $5,325,750 shares for the exercise of warrants priced at $0.45 for gross 

proceeds of $2,396,588.

LIQUIDITY AND CAPITAL RESOURCES 

 

At January 31, 2022, the Company’s primary asset was its investment in exploration and evaluation assets of $14,459,615 

(October 31, 2021 - $14,313,483). 

 

During the three months ended January 31, 2022, the Company experienced a cash outflow of $558,403 (2021 – $497,818) from 

operating activities.  Investing activities used cash of $146,132 (2021 - $203,375) which was spent on the Company’s Alaskan 

property.  The Company realized cash inflows of $2,396,588 (2021 - $Nil) from financing activities. 

 

At January 31, 2022, the Company held cash and cash equivalents of $5,092,446, had working capital of $5,098,136, has not yet 

achieved profitable operations, has commitments due in the coming fiscal year, and had an accumulated deficit of $21,129,831 

since inception and expects to incur further losses in the development of its business, all of which indicate the existence of a 

material uncertainty that may cast significant doubt upon the Company’s ability to continue as a going concern and, therefore, 

that it may be unable to realize its assets and discharge its liabilities in the normal course of business. 

 

The Company’s ability to continue as a going concern is dependent upon its ability to obtain the necessary financing to advance 

its mineral property interests, meet its ongoing levels of corporate overhead and discharge its liabilities as they come due.  

Although the Company has been successful in the past in obtaining financing, there is no assurance that it will be able to obtain 

adequate financing in the future or that such financing will be on terms advantageous to the Company. 

 

The Company does not derive any revenues from operations and does not expect to generate any revenues from operations in the 

foreseeable future.  The Company has no material income from operations. 
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The Company’s mineral exploration activities have provided the Company with no sources of income and a history of losses and 

deficit positions. However, given the nature of its business, the results of operations as reflected in the net losses and losses per 

share do not provide meaningful interpretation of the Company’s performance and valuation. 

 

The Company is dependent on raising funds through the issuance of shares and/or debt instruments or disposing of interests it 

has in exploration and evaluation assets in order to finance further acquisitions, undertake exploration and development activities 

on exploration and evaluation assets and meet general and administrative expenses in the long term. 

 

There is no assurance that additional funding will be available to allow the Company to fully explore its exploration and 

evaluation assets.  Failure to obtain financing could result in the delay or indefinite postponement of further exploration and the 

possible partial or total loss of the Company’s interest in certain properties.  The Company may be unable to meet its obligations 

under agreements to which it is a party and the Company may consequently have its interest in the properties subject to such 

agreements jeopardized. 

 

RECLAMATION BONDS 

 

The Company placed Guaranteed Interest Certificates (“GICs”) in trust as reclamation deposits pursuant to a condition of receiving 

consent from a government agency to explore its resource property interests. As at January 31, 2022, the Company held GICs 

totaling $72,153 (US $54,177) (2021 – $72,153).

Herbert Gold Project 

 

Pursuant to an agreement dated June 16, 2010, as amended on June 12, 2012, (the “Option Agreement”) with Quaterra Alaska, Inc. 

(“Quaterra”), the Company was granted and has exercised an option to acquire a 65% interest in a mining lease dated November 

1, 2007 (the “Mining Lease”) for the Herbert Gold Project, consisting of 84 unpatented mining claims (now 91 unpatented mining 

claims pursuant to the area of interest provisions of the Mining Lease), located 20 miles north of Juneau, Alaska.  The Company 

was required to incur at least USD$1,250,000 (incurred) under the Option Agreement in exploration expenditures on the property 

to acquire its 65% interest.

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On October 24, 2011, the Company entered into a joint operation with Quaterra (the “JVA”) with their initial joint interests being 

Quaterra 35% and the Company 65%.  Under the JVA, the Company’s subsidiary was appointed as operator of the 

project.  Pursuant to the JVA, Quaterra and the Company’s subsidiary were deemed to have contributed a value of $673,077 and 

$1,250,000, respectively, as Initial Contributions. These initial values were deemed contributed in full by both parties as at October 

31, 2012.  Each party was also required to contribute its proportionate share of costs for all future exploration and development 

work.  During the year ended October 31, 2015, Quaterra gave the Company a notification of its election not to participate in future 

programs on the property. This notice did not cancel the JVA between the Company and Quaterra, according to which Quaterra 

continued to be responsible for 35% of the claim maintenance fees. 

 

During the year ended October 31, 2016, the Company entered into a purchase agreement with Quaterra to acquire Quaterra’s 

remaining 35% interest in the Mining Lease in exchange for the issuance of 1,182,331 common shares (issued) on a non-diluted 

basis, equal to 9.0% of the Company’s outstanding common shares and, a cash payment of $250,000 USD (due within 90 days of 

the earlier of: (i) the delivery of a favorable feasibility report on the Herbert Gold Project; or (ii) change of control of the Company; 

or (iii) sale of the Herbert Gold Project). The Company issued the 1,182,331 common shares during the year ended October 31, 

2016, but these were held by the Company until such time that the assignment of the remaining 35% interest to the Company was 

completed during the year ended October 31, 2017. Quaterra was also granted a limited right to participate in any future equity 

financings of the Company up to the next $1.0 million raised, in order to maintain its equity interest in the Company at its then 

current equity interest in the Company on a non-diluted basis. The opportunity to participate has now expired. 

 

An additional 760,464 common shares of the Company were issued to Quaterra during the year ended October 31, 2018 with 

respect to the private placement completed in June 2017, pursuant to Quaterra’s anti-dilution rights described above (which are 

now fulfilled).  

 

The Herbert Glacier Project is subject to a 5% net smelter returns royalty reserved to the underlying lessor, plus minimum annual 

advance royalties of $30,000 USD due every November 1. All advance royalties will be credited towards any net smelter returns 

royalty paid upon the commencement of commercial production.  

 

Property Highlights 

 

On March 29, 2022, the Company issued a news release announcing additional assay results showing drilling highlights from its 

summer/fall 2021 drill program. This news release is available on SEDAR and the Company’s website. 

 

On February 24, 2022, the Company issued a news release with partial assay results showing the drilling highlights from its 

summer 2021 drill program. This news release is available on SEDAR and the Company’s website. 

 

On January 11, 2022, the Company announced that it has filed its 2022 Plan of Operation for mineral exploration at its Herbert 

Gold project near Juneau, Alaska. 

 

Subject to regulatory approval, the proposed work schedule for 2022 consists of up to 10,000 meters diamond drilling with 

additional detailed mapping and trench sampling to expand previous exploration. The program will consist of up to two diamond 

drill rigs utilizing three pads to drill approximately 13 holes. 

 

These holes are planned to test the main mineralized structures at depths to 750 m (plus), while at the same time, penetrating 

additional structures at shallower levels.  Exploration drilling on the Herbert Gold project has progressed to the point where the 

shallower to mid-depth portions of the major veins between the western and eastern boundary contact faults have been 

successfully tested over the kilometer strike length.  The vein structures and mineralization show no signs of diminishing with 

depth, therefore it is recommended that further exploration drilling be extended to the deeper regions of the veins which requires 

a more powerful drill capable of drilling 3000-4000 feet deep. Drilling this deep requires that the drill pads be located further 

north and eastward because the major veins dip steeply northward and the boundary contact faults both dip to the northeast.  In 

addition, this allows for comprehensive coverage of the veins at depth from two or three pads with fan drilling and also means 

that expensive drill moves are reduced to a minimum. 

 

On October 26, 2021, the Company announced that it had completed 19 holes and approximately 8150 metres of drill core which 

included both step out and in-fill holes, effectively expanding the parameters of the established resource and improving the 

company’s knowledge base.  
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The Company’s drilling continued to test a number of the deposit’s primary veins but also penetrated the eastern extension of 

the Sleeping Giant and Ridge veins as well as numerous subsidiary veins and structures found within the deposit. 

 

Final sample results are expected throughout early 2022 as the assay lab continues to experience delays principally due to 

protocols of the ongoing Covid-19 pandemic.  Lab results will be reported in future disclosures as they are received and QA/QC 

has been met. Samples taken for assay are split from the core with a diamond saw with one half being sent to Bureau Veritas 

Labs, Richmond, B.C., an independent lab from the Company.  The Company’s geologists who are logging the core identifies 

certain sections which could contain coarse gold and marks them for the special preparation procedure of metallic screening 

which captures the nuggety gold in the assay. Known standards and blanks are inserted into the stream of samples on a regular 

basis.  Additionally, all core is photographed with a high-resolution camera for future viewing.  

 

Several samples were also collected and submitted to the laboratory to test for environmental effects after mining commences.  

Specifically, the tests determine the potential for mine waste rock to generate acidic run-off and/or harmful concentrations of 

toxic metals. Previous tests in 2020 were extremely positive environmentally showing no tendencies to produce acid rock 

drainage due to the high inherent carbonate content and the low sulfide content of the host rock and altered wallrock. 

 

In addition, the Company confirms that Admiralty Environmental, a Juneau based environmental consultant and water quality 

laboratory, continued its program of gathering baseline water sampling adding to the company’s expanding database from 

previous years. 

 

On June 15, 2021, the Company announced that it has completed an updated technical report on the Herbert Gold Project. The 

Report was prepared by DRW Geological Consultants Ltd. under National Instrument 43-101. The technical report also includes 

a description of the project history, geology, mineralization, drilling, sampling procedures, and laboratory Quality 

Assurance/Quality Control procedures, as well as recommendations for further work.  The complete technical report is available 

at www.sedar.com and on the Company's website. 

 

 

OFF-BALANCE SHEET ARRANGEMENTS 

 

As of the date of this filing, the Company does not have any off-balance sheet arrangements that have, or are reasonably likely 

to have, a current or future effect on the results of operations or financial condition of the Company including, without limitation, 

such considerations as liquidity and capital resources that have not previously been discussed. 

 

COMMITMENTS 

 

The Company entered into management fee agreements with a Director, the President, and the CFO of the Company (see Note 

10). The agreements can be terminated by the Company upon providing twelve months of notice, based on the mutual agreement 

or with no notice for just cause. In case of the absence of just cause of or the mutual agreement, the Company is required to pay 

a full twelve months of additional compensation upon termination. The current agreements expire on October 31, 2022 and the 

Company is committed to make monthly payments of $20,500.  

 

INVESTMENTS 

 

As at January 31, 2022, the Company had available for sale 3,000 common shares of Lion Copper and Gold Corp (previously 

Quaterra Resources Inc) with a market value of $405, (cost - $2,118).  The Company also holds 3,750 common shares of Aleafia 

Health Inc (formerly Canabo Medical Inc) having a market value of $253 (cost - $22,500).

FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS AND RISK MANAGEMENT 

 

Financial Instruments measured at fair value are classified into one of three levels using a fair value hierarchy that reflects the 

significance of the inputs used in making the measurements.  The fair value hierarchy has the following levels: 

 

Level 1 – quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities; 

Level 2 – inputs other than quoted prices included in Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either  

 directly (i.e., as prices) or indirectly (i.e., derived from prices); and 

Level 3 – inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable inputs). 
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Fair value 

 

The Company’s financial instruments include cash and cash equivalents, receivables, marketable securities, and accounts 

payable.  The carrying values of cash, receivables and payables approximate fair value because of the short-term nature of these 

instruments. 

 

Credit Risk 

 

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the Company if a customer or counter party to a financial instrument fails to meet its 

contractual obligations. 

 

Concentration of credit risk exists with respect to the Company’s cash and cash equivalents and marketable securities as all are 

placed with two major Canadian financial institutions. The Company is not exposed to significant credit risk on its cash and cash 

equivalents and marketable securities as all have been placed with major financial institutions.  

 

Liquidity Risk 

 

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Company will encounter difficulty in meeting obligations associated with financial liabilities 

that are settled by delivering cash or another financial asset. At January 31, 2022, the Company had working capital of $5,098,136 

(October 31, 2021 – $3,060,688). All of the Company’s financial liabilities have contractual maturities of less than 30 days and 

are subject to normal trade terms. The Company has adequate working capital as at January 31, 2022 to discharge its existing 

financial obligations, but may still acquire additional funding in order to continue as a going concern. There is no assurance that 

financing of sufficient amounts or on terms acceptable to the Company will be available.    

 

Market Risk 

 

The Company’s financial instruments include marketable securities which are publicly traded and therefore subject to the risks 

related to the fluctuation in market prices of publicly traded securities. The Company closely monitors market values to determine 

the most appropriate course of action. 

 

Interest Rate Risk 

 

The Company is not subject to any significant interest rate risk. In management’s opinion, the Company’s interest rate risk is 

minimal as its cash equivalents may be redeemed upon demand without significant penalty. 

 

Foreign Currency Risk 

 

Foreign currency risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows will fluctuate as a result of changes in foreign exchange 

rates. The Company is not subject to any significant foreign currency risk as it does not have a significant number of financial 

instruments denominated in foreign currencies. The Company does not engage in any hedging activity.  

 

Commodity Price Risk 

 

The Company is exposed to price risk with respect to commodity prices. The Company’s ability to raise capital to fund 

exploration and development activities may be subject to risks associated with fluctuations in the market price of commodities. 

Management closely monitors commodity prices, individual equity movements, and the stock market to determine the 

appropriate course of action to be taken by the Company.
