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PSC Schedules Public Hearing for Natural Gas Pipeline Project
in Williams County

BISMARCK, ND — The North Dakota Public Service Commission (PSC) will hold a public
hearing on Monday, June 6, regarding a proposal to construct a natural gas pipeline in Williams
County.

Continental Resources, Inc., is requesting a siting permit for approximately 3.1 miles of 8-
inch natural gas transmission pipeline. The pipeline will transport natural gas from the existing East
Mon-Dak WBI Energy Transmission pipeline to Continental’s Buddy Domindgo Well Pad. The
natural gas will be used for an enhanced oil recovery project by compressing the gas and injecting it
downhole of the existing well to further the production life of the well. Estimated cost of the project
is $3.55 million.
