0. 998(E), dated the 1t March, 2024 issued under sub-section (1) of section 4 of the Coal Bearing Areas (Acquisition
and Development) Act, 1957 (20 of 1957) (hereinafter referred to as the said Act), and published in the Gazette of
India, Extraordinary Part Il, Section 3, Sub-section (ii), dated the 1% March, 2024, the Central Government gave
notice of its intention to prospect for coal in 720 hectares (approximately) or 1779.12 acres (approximately) of the
land in the locality specified in the Schedule annexed to the that notification;

3) For the purpose of this section, a person shall be deemed to be interested in land who would be entitled to
claim an interest in compensation if the land or any rights in or over such land were acquired under this Act.”
