Original Comment the EPA received (in Spanish) on October 16, 2024:

Yo los visité a ustedes personalmente cuando DB Asphalt estaba en construccion para
que detuvieran el proyecto no solamente para proteger el ambiente, el Carso Mogote
Santa Ana, las confinadas que no se puede ir de donde estan, las aguas subterranias, sino
para proteger a todos los residentes que nos afectamos por la cercania de DB Asphalt en
un area ya saturada de SO2. Ustedes le dieron una multita de $2,400. (Io minimo) cuando
estos zorros viejos sabian que tenian que tener permisos de ustedes para descargar agua
contaminada. Se burlan de ustedes los federales y se burlan de nosotros porque obtienen
permisos cuando saben que NO cualifican para ellos. No hay monitores de aire para
medir la contaminacion y el aumento de esa contaminacion a un lugar saturado que se
supone empiece a disminuir pero permiten una asfaltera que aumenta el volumen de
contaminacion. Un lugar donde ubica la urbanizacién Villa Espana y la residencia mas
cercana esta .305 kilémetros o .19 millas de distancia, el hospital San Pablo .70 millas o
1.12 kilémetros, la reserva Natural Julio Enrique Monagas .03 millas o .048 kilometros,
etc. Pero DB Asphalt dice que no existe ninglin recurso natural cercano. Le incluyo una
lista de las distancias para que puedan observar las cercanias a hospitales, escuelas,
tribunales, areas residenciales privados y publicos. etc. DB Asphalta compra ese terreno a
B. Fernandez, Inc. Desde el 2003 hasta el 2008, B. Fernandez estuvo aproximadamente 4
afios tratando de conseguir permiso de construccion para un almacén, y por la cercania al
carso vinieron de diferentes departamentos y luego de tanto tiempo le otorgan el permiso
del cual desistieron. DB Asphalt miente en la solicitud de permisos y en una semana el
Municipio de Bayamoén aprueba para que puedan construir y operar.

Mi esperanzan eran ustedes EPA que se supone protegan el ambiente, las aguas, el aire y
por supuesto los humanos, pero esa esperanza ha ido disminuyen ya que uno ve que

ustedes tampoco hacen nada de nada.



Official translated version of the comment the EPA received on October 16, 2024:

I visited you personally when DB Asphalt was under construction so that you could stop
the project not only to protect the environment, Carso Mogote Santa Ana, the confined
areas that cannot be left where they are, the groundwater, but to protect all of us residents
who are affected by the proximity of DB Asphalt in an area already saturated with SO2.
You gave them a small fine of $2,400 (the bare minimum) when these old foxes knew
they had to have permits from you to discharge contaminated water. They make fun of
you feds and they mock us because they get permits when they know for a fact that they
DO NOT qualify for them. There are no air monitors to measure pollution and the
increase in that pollution to a saturated place that is supposed to begin to decrease, but an
asphalt plant is allowed, thus increasing the volume of pollution. The place where Villa
Espaia urbanization is located, and where the nearest residence is .305 kilometers or .19
miles away, the San Pablo hospital .70 miles or 1.12 kilometers, the Julio Enrique
Monagas Nature Reserve .03 miles or .048 kilometers, etc. But D.B. Asphalt says there is
no natural resource nearby. I am listing distances so you can see the vicinity to hospitals,
schools, courthouses, private and public residential areas. etc. DB Asphalt buys that land
from B. Fernandez, Inc. From 2003 to 2008, B. Fernandez spent approximately 4 years
trying to get a construction permit for a warehouse, and due to the proximity to Carso
they came from different departments, and after so much time going by they granted him
the permit from which they desisted. DB Asphalt is telling lies in the request for permits
and in a week the City of Bayamon approves it, so that they can build and operate. My
hope was that you EPA were supposed to protect the environment, the waters, the air and
of course humans, but that hope is dwindling since it is plain to see that you do nothing at

all either.
