Alternative Reporting Standard:
Disclosure Guidelines for the Pink® Market

Federal and state securities laws require issuers to provide current information to the public markets. With a view to
facilitating compliance with these laws, OTC Markets Group has created these Disclosure Guidelines (“Guidelines”)! that
set forth the disclosure obligations that make up the “Alternative Reporting Standard” for Pink companies. Companies on
the Pink Market that do not make disclosure directly to the SEC (via EDGAR), a banking regulator, or a non-U.S.

We use information provided by
companies under these Guidelines to designate the appropriate tier in the Pink Market: Current Information or Limited
Information.

Pink Current Information Tier

To qualify for the Current Information Tier:

1. Subscribe to the OTC Disclosure & News Service: To submit an application, visit Gateway to sign in or create a
new account. Allow OTC Markets Group 2-4 weeks to process your application and provide authorized user
credentials to OTCIQ.

2. Publish Initial Disclosure: Upload the following documents through OTCIQ:

¢ Annual Report for the most recently completed fiscal year.

e All Quarterly Reports for the Current Fiscal Year.

Annual or Quarterly Reports are composed of:

o Disclosure Statements: Disclosure information pursuant to these Guidelines for the applicable period.
Available as a fillable form beginning on page 4 of these Guidelines.

o Financial Statements: Qualifying Financial Statements in accordance with the Financial Statement
Requirements specified in Iltem 9 of these Guidelines.

3. Publish Attorney Letter: If financial statements are not audited by a PCAOB registered firm, companies must retain
U.S. counsel to review their disclosure and provide a letter to OTC Markets Group with respect to adequate current
information by providing the following:

2 OTC Markets Group may require companies with securities designated as “Caveat Emptor” or other compliance flags to make additional disclosures to qualify for the Pink
Current Information tier.
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e Attorney Letter Agreement: The attorney for the company must submit a signed Attorney Letter Agreement
according to the Attorney Letter Agreement Instructions.

o Attorney Letter: After the attorney reviews the company’s disclosure, publish the “Attorney Letter With Respect to
Current Information” through OTCIQ. Attorney Letters must be in accordance with the Attorney Letter Guidelines.

4. Verify Profile: Verify the Company Profile through OTCIQ. This includes the complete list of current officers,
directors, and service providers; outstanding shares; a business description; contact information; and the names of all
company insiders and beneficial owners of 10% or more of the outstanding units or shares of any class of any equity
security of the issuer.

5. OTC Markets Group Processing of Reports: Allow OTC Markets Group to process the posted documents (typically
three to five business days) and provide any comments. Companies will only be evaluated for Current Information
once all required documentation has been submitted. A new Attorney Letter is required upon amendment of any
referenced report.

6. Ongoing Requirements: To qualify for Current Information on an ongoing basis, companies must:
e Publish reports through OTCIQ on the following schedule:
o Quarterly Report within 45 days of the quarter end
o Annual Report within 90 days of the fiscal year end
o Attorney Letter within 120 days of the fiscal year end if financial statements are unaudited.
e Maintain a Verified Profile. At least once every six months, review and verify the Company Profile through
OTCIQ.
¢ Maintain Transfer Agent Verified share data. If your transfer agent participates in the Transfer Agent Verified
Shares Program, then your securities must have current share data verified by the transfer agent.
e Maintain an Active standing in the Company’s State of Incorporation.

Pink Limited Information Tier

Companies that do not meet the requirements of the Pink Current Information tier set forth above may still qualify for the
Pink Limited Information Tier by meeting the following minimum disclosure requirements.

1. Annual Financial Statements: Publish one set of Qualifying Annual Financial Statements which cover the past 2
completed fiscal years, provided the most recently completed fiscal year is within the past 16 months.

2. Verified Profile: The Company must verify the Company Profile through OTCIQ, including, but not limited to, a
complete list of officers, directors, and service providers; outstanding shares; a business description; contact
information; and the name of all company insiders. “Company Insiders” shall include the beneficial owner of 10% or
more of the outstanding units or shares of any class of any equity security of the issuer.

3. Ongoing Requirements: To qualify for Limited Information on an ongoing basis, companies must:
e Publish reports on the following schedule:
o Annual Financial Statements as outlined in Item 9 within 120 days of the fiscal year end. Should a

change in FYE occur, no more than 16 months may elapse from the fiscal year end of the prior
Annual Financial Statement.

e Review and Verify the Company’s profile information through OTCIQ at least once every 12 months.

e Maintain Transfer Agent Verified share data. If your transfer agent participates in the Transfer Agent Verified

Shares Program, then your securities must have current share data verified by the transfer agent.
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Current Reporting of Material Corporate Events

In addition to the disclosure requirements above, all companies on the Pink market are expected to promptly release to
the public any news or information regarding corporate events that may be material to the issuer and its securities
(including adverse information). Persons with knowledge of such events are considered to be in possession of material
nonpublic information and may not buy or sell the issuer’s securities until or unless such information is made public. If not
included in the issuer’s previous public disclosure documents, or if the material events occurs after the publication of such
disclosure documents, the issuer shall publicly disclose such events by disseminating a news release within four (4)
business days following their occurrence and posting such news release through an Integrated Newswire or the OTC

1. Nature of Business

Business

Global Developments Holdings, Inc., a Delaware corporation (the “Company,” “we,” “us,” or “our”), was
incorporated in Delaware on December 9, 2004 as Autobahn International, Inc., changed its name to Global
Developments Inc. on May 30, 2016, and changed its name to Global Developments Holdings, Inc. on
September 20, 2018. The Company sought to focus on equity and debt financing opportunities and business
acquisitions. The Company had not had any significant operations since 2012, but has since became
operational during 2022. The Company’s business purpose formally before becoming operational, was to
effect a merger, capital stock exchange, asset acquisition, stock purchase, reorganization, or similar business
combination (the “Business Combination”) with one or more target businesses. The Company has
subsequently to this reporting period identified and merged with another entity, for more details regarding this
merger, see footnote #5 regarding subsequent events. Global Developments, Inc. is an emerging multi-brand
global technology service provider providing solutions to government agencies, large corporations, and small
businesses.

The Company had a slowdown in revenue due to some of the major contracts being on hold due to getting tax

accounts and other government accounts switched over to the new entity.

Due to this slowdown in revenue, the Company switched most of the employees to part-time, and also to as-
needed contractors.

VeeMost also had a substantial signed foreign deal that was put on hold due to unfavorable foreign exchange
for the client.

VeeMost is currently in the final stages of testing for its online ecommerce store. We anticipate that all testing
will be done by the end of the fiscal 2024 fiscal year and all bugs worked out. In the meantime, we have made

available a demo site at https://store.veemost.com for shareholders to familiarize themselves with the store.

By December 30, 2024, the demo site will be decommissioned in order to activate the production site. The

Company will keep shareholders updated on any unforeseen delays that we encounter.

VeeMost intends this to be a huge part of the revenue moving forward, as Consulting and other services will

be attached to the hardware/software sales.

As of September 30, 2024, and December 31, 2023, the Company held cash and
cash equivalents of $12,587 and $106,399, respectively.

Accounts receivable

As of September 30, 2024, and December 31, 2023, the Company has accounts receivable of $709,188
and $490,671, respectively.

Accounts payable and accrued liabilities

Income taxes

The Company complies with the accounting and reporting requirements of FASB ASC, 740, “Income Taxes,”
which requires an asset and liability approach to financial accounting and reporting for income taxes. Deferred
income tax assets and liabilities are computed for differences between the financial statement and tax bases of
assets and liabilities that will result in future taxable or deductible amounts, based on enacted tax laws and
rates applicable to the periods in which the differences are expected to affect taxable income. Valuation
allowances are established, when necessary, to reduce deferred tax assets to the amount expected to be
realized.

There were no unrecognized tax benefits as of September 30, 2024. FASB ASC 740 prescribes a recognition
threshold and a measurement attribute for the financial statement recognition and measurement of tax positions
taken or expected to be taken in a tax return.

same third party, whom then became the Company's majority stockholder moving forward.

The Company’s majority stockholder owned 3,150,000,000 shares of the Company’s common stock, which at
the time represented 76.56% of all shares of common stock issued and outstanding. However, on October 13,
2022, the majority shareholder converted these 3,150,000,000 shares of common stock into 50 shares of series
A preferred stock. Prior to this conversion the Company had filed a certificate of Designation of Series A

in the company’s certificate of designation of the Series A Preferred stock filed with Delaware Secretary Of
State, the holder of the Series A Preferred Stock votes together with the holders of other classes of Preferred
Stock and its common stock, as a single class, and is entitled to 60% of all votes, entitled to vote at each
meeting of stockholders of the company, and written actions of stockholders in lieu of meetings, and also all

matters presented to the stock holders of the company for their consideration or action.

The Company had also filed a certificate of amendment with the Delaware Secretary of State on November 1,
2022, which reduced the Authorized Common shares to 1,500,000,000 and Authorized Preferred Shares to 50.
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The Company had also filed a certificate of amendment with the Delaware Secretary of State on March 28,
2023, which reduced the Authorized Common shares to 850,000,000.

agent fees, accounting services, state franchise taxes, and OTC Markets fees.

The majority stockholder of the Company provides administrative services to the Company for office space and

administrative services.
