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Dados Operacionais - Agosto 2024 (comparagao ano contra ano):

1. TERMINAIS DE CONTEINER:

Os volumes agregados aumentaram 19,8% em agosto, atingindo a maxima histérica de 124,2 mil TEU no
periodo, impulsionados pelos desempenhos excepcionais em ambos os terminais. O Tecon Rio Grande
apresentou um notavel aumento de 217,0% no transbordo. Da mesma forma, Salvador registrou um
desempenho mensal recorde pela terceira vez em 2024, com crescimento na maioria dos fluxos comerciais.
No 8M24, os volumes aumentaram 27,3% em Rio Grande e 22,3% em Salvador.

1.1. Tecon Rio Grande:

Os volumes totais aumentaram 17,6%, principalmente devido a fluxos maiores de transbordo e
importacao;

As exportagdes diminuiram 12,9%, com volumes menores de tabaco, frango congelado e carne suina;
As importacdes aumentaram 5,7%, com volumes maiores de partes e pegas, quimicos e maquinas;

A cabotagem diminuiu 11,4%, com volumes menores de arroz, leite em p6 e carvao;

A navegacéo interior diminuiu 1,2%, com volumes menores de madeira;

O transbordo e a remogdo aumentaram 217,0%, impulsionados por fortes ganhos de participagao de
mercado regional e pelas escalas de navios fora da programacgao;

O volume de contéineres vazios diminuiu 1,2%; e

40 navios foram atendidos no periodo (Ago/23: 42 navios).

1.2. Tecon Salvador:

Os volumes totais aumentaram 23,7%, devido ao crescimento nos fluxos de transbordo e remocgao,
cabotagem, exportagdes e contéineres vazios;

As exportagdes aumentaram 26,3%, com volumes maiores dequimicos, minérios e algodao;

As importagbes diminuiram 4,7%, com volumes menores de painéis solares, quimicos e
eletroeletronicos;

A cabotagem aumentou 27,6%, com volumes maiores de plasticos, bebidas e quimicos;

O transbordo e a remocao aumentaram 41,5%, principalmente devido ao aumento do transbordo de
cargas provenientes da China e dos portos de Pecém e Navegantes, bem como aos volumes
destinados a Singapura e aos portos de Paranagua e Pecém,;

O volume de contéineres vazios aumentou 15,5%; e

42 navios foram atendidos no periodo (Ago/23: 42 navios).
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2. REBOCADORES:

As manobras portuarias aumentaram 1,6%, principalmente devido a maior quantidade de navios de
minério de ferro e produtos siderurgicos. No 8M24, as manobras aumentaram 4,8%.

- O porte bruto médio dos navios atendidos aumentou 2,6%, devido a uma maior propor¢cdo de
manobras envolvendo navios transportando minério de ferro.

3. BASES DE APOIO OFFSHORE:

- As atracacgdes diminuiram 11,6% em agosto e aumentaram 1,1% no 8M24.

4. EMBARCACOES DE APOIO OFFSHORE:

- Os dias em operagao cresceram 6,9%, gragas a maior utilizacdo da frota, impulsionada por novas
contratacdes e renovacodes contratuais. No 8M24, os dias em operacdo aumentaram 7,0%.

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Operational Data - August 2024 (year-over-year comparison):

1. CONTAINER TERMINALS:

Aggregate volumes increased 19.8% in August, reaching an all-time high of 124.2 thousand TEU for the
period, boosted by exceptional performances at both terminals. Rio Grande reported a remarkable 217.0%
increase in transshipment. Similarly, Salvador reported a record-breaking monthly performance for the third
time in 2024, with growth in most trade flows. 8M24 volumes increased 27.3% in Rio Grande and 22.3% in
Salvador.

1.1. Rio Grande terminal:

Total volumes increased 17.6% mainly due to higher transshipment and import flows;
Exports decreased 12.9% with lower volumes of tobacco, frozen chicken and pork;
Imports increased 5.7% with higher volumes of spare parts, chemicals and machinery;
Cabotage decreased 11.4% with lower volumes of rice, powdered milk and coal;
Inland navigation decreased 1.2% with lower volumes of wood;

Transshipment and shifting increased 217.0% driven by strong regional market share gains and
off-schedule ship calls;

Empty container volumes decreased 1.2%; and

40 ships were attended in the period (Aug/23: 42 ships).

1.2. Salvador terminal:

Total volumes increased 23.7% driven by higher transshipment and shifting, cabotage, export and
empty container flows;

Exports increased 26.3% with higher volumes of chemicals, ores and cotton;
Imports decreased 4.7% with lower volumes of solar panels, chemicals and electronics;
Cabotage increased 27.6% with higher volumes of plastics, beverages and chemicals;

Transshipment and shifting increased 41.5% mainly due to higher transshipment of cargoes from China
and the ports of Pecém and Navegantes, as well as volumes bound for Singapore and the ports of
Paranagua and Pecém;

Empty container volumes increased 15.5%; and

42 ships were attended in the period (Aug/23: 42 ships).
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2. TOWAGE:

- Harbour manoeuvres increased 1.6% mainly driven by a higher number of ships carrying iron ore and
steel products. 8M24 manoeuvres increased 4.8%.

- The average deadweight of ships attended increased 2.6% due to a higher proportion of manoeuvres
involving iron ore carriers.

3. OFFSHORE SUPPORT BASES:

- Vessel turnarounds decreased 11.6% in August and were up 1.1% in 8M24.

4. OFFSHORE SUPPORT VESSELS:

- Days in operation increased 6.9% due to enhanced fleet utilisation driven by new hires and contract
renewals. 8M24 operating days increased 7.0%.
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
