S.O. 819(E).—Whereas, the United Nations Security Council Sanctions Committee concerning Central
African Republic vide notification SC/14749 dated the 21* December 2021, has added entry to its Sanctions List;

Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 2 of the United Nations (Security Council) Act,
1947 (43 of 1947), the Central Government hereby makes the following Order further to amend the Implementation of
the United Nations Security Council Resolution on Central African Republic Order, 2016, namely :-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Order may be called the Implementation of the United Nations Security
Council Resolution on Central African Republic (Amendment) Order, 2022.

(2) 1t shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Implementation of the United Nations Security Council Resolution on Central African Republic Order,
20186, in the Schedule, in Annexure 2, under the heading A. Individuals, the following shall be inserted, namely:-

as well as other militias, since its creation in 2014. In December 2020, he played a leading role in the creation of the
Coalition des patriotes pour le changement (CPC) that took up arms to oppose the elections and attempted to enter the
capital Bangui, in violation of the commitments made by the UPC under the Accord politique pour la paix et la
reconciliation (APPR) signed on 6 February 2019.
