About AU Horn of Africa Initiative 
 
The AU Horn of Africa Initiative is an AU led process that was established in 2012 to address issues of irregular 
migration, specifically combating trafficking in persons and smuggling of migrants in Africa. In its more than 10 years 
of existence, the Initiative has brought together more than 10-Member States within the region and various 
stakeholders in addressing issues of irregular migration flow, but also provided a framework of cooperation in 
combating this crime. The Initiative’s implementation matrix as adopted by Member States provided a guideline for 
priorities of the initiative which included capacity building, information sharing, awareness creation and protection of 
victims of TIP, among others.  
 
The initiative on human trafficking and smuggling of migrants is a multi-stake holder structure comprising:  

• Core countries: Egypt, Eritrea, Ethiopia, and Sudan;  

• Neighboring countries: Djibouti, Kenya, Somalia, South Sudan;  

• Invited partner countries: Italy, Libya, Malta, Norway, Saudi Arabia, Switzerland, Tunisia and Yemen  

• Partner organizations: EC, INTERPOL, IOM, UNHCR, UNODC  
 
The AUC, IOM and UNHCR will serve as secretariat for this initiative. The core member countries will meet once 
every six months.
