WHEREAS, threats to first responders can be mitigated by drivers approaching the scene of the accident by
slowing down and moving over; and

WHEREAS, Montana’s Move Over Law requires drivers to yield to emergency personnel and highway
workers; and

WHEREAS, Crash Responder Safety Week recognizes first responders to roadside incidents and the work they
do to protect Montanans traveling on our roads and highways;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Greg Gianforte, Governor of the State of Montana, do hereby proclaim
